131 will take the cup of
salvation, and call upon the name of the LORD. 141 will pay my vows unto the LORD now in
the presence of all his people.
Thanksgiving is a time of reflection on the past and evaluation of the present. We need to stop
and think about the many ways that God has blessed us. Now you may not be thinking about
that this morning. You may be focusing on the negatives in your life. Many folks simply fail
to think about what God has done. Some absolutely refuse to even acknowledge God.
It is very difficult to buy gifts for some people. Either their tastes are particular of they have
most everything in the price range you want to spend.

We use them best and have them longer when we give them to Him and He blesses
our use of them. Follow in your Bible as we notice how the Psalmist answers the question of
verse 112.-
The first item of praise has to do with the cup of salvation. However this is interpreted, it
relates to the saving power of the Lord and the individual acceptance of that offer in the
promised Messiah Jesus Christ. It says, "I shall life up" and calls attention to the responsibility
On your Vow card today, the middle area refers to the stewardship of talent. Whatever talent
you and | have, it ought to be submitted unto the Lord for His use in bringing others to Christ.
You and | need to acknowledge the Lordship of Jesus Christ in our personal life and then to
witness to win others.
What shall | give unto the Lord? I shall give myself in receiving His salvation and | shall give
myself in prayer and concern for the salvation of others. Please list those who need our prayers
that they might be saved. Every morning we present ourselves afresh to the Lord and ask his
blessing that we may discern His will for us; therefore, it is a constant surrender of self-will
and a daily waving of our offering before the Lord. It is not a grievous matter with us, but
rather our daily delight, just as it was it our forerunner and example.

PASTORAL ANNOUNCEMENTS
Seventh - day Adventist Distinctive truths

Today, we shall commence a series of biblical studies on the subject “The most
distinctive and unique Doctrines of the Seventh-day Adventist church! What sets us
apart From all the other protestant denominations? Please bring your Bible, a note
book and a willingness to explore the Bible. The discovery can only be made if you
are present at all times. “Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that
needed not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.” 2 Timothy 2:15 (KJV)

THIS TEXT does not say, Study the Scriptures, but "Study to show thyself
approved" --study to know what God would approve. And yet it means, first of all, to
study the Revelation He has made. Then, after having come to some knowledge of
the Scriptures, we must meditate upon them and consider how the Word is applicable
to all of life's affairs. Thus we would study the nature of everything that we come in
contact with, as to whether it is good or evil. The word "study" here is used with very
much the same thought as when the Apostle says, “Study to be quiet.”

Evidently the central thought of this expression is the approving of ourselves to God,
not to men. It is proper enough that we should have the approval of all good men and
good women. But our study, primarily, should not be along this line. First, we
should study to please God--to be approved of God. We notice that there is a
contemplative study, such as David speaks of when he says, "I meditate upon thy
Law day and night"--to see how that Law would work out its height and depth, its
length and breadth of influence upon himself. And so the Apostle's thought here is
that it should be our chief aim to please God.

"Rightly dividing the Word of Truth" would signify the proper application of the
Word of Truth; the understanding of how and when and where it should be applied
and what was the purpose and thought and Plan of the Divine Mind in the giving of
this Word of Truth, the Word of God's Message. Up to the advent of our Lord, God's
Message had been given chiefly through the Old Testament Scriptures. Then God's
Message was attested by Him who came from heaven. Additionally, our Lord left
twelve chosen Apostles to be His special mouthpieces, to increase the Word of
Truth, to increase the Word of knowledge, to increase the Word of explanation of the

Divine Plan. Everything, therefore, that Timothy could [R4838: page 184] recognize
as being the Lord's Message he was to give heed to. For instance, one part of God's
Message applies to the past, a part applies only to the Jews, still another part applies
to Christians in the present life, and yet another part to their future hopes.

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STEWARDSHIP MOMENTS

Is Gods Money in your pocket?

Money is what you earn by working, and money is what you use to obtain<
provisions. Money is how you sustain your own life and the lives of those for whom
you’re responsible.

In other words, money is a good gift from God because it is both a reward for the
work he himself commands us to do and a means of sustaining the life he has given
to us. As a result, the Bible often portrays wealth as the result of hard work, honesty,
and wisdom. Just take a look at this sampling from the book of Proverbs: “Lazy
hands make for poverty, but diligent hands bring wealth.”13 “Dishonest money
dwindles away, but whoever gathers money little by little makes it grow.”14 “The
lazy do not roast any game, but the diligent feed on the riches of the hunt.”15

It’s important to recognize that even the money we earn is a gift. Consider God’s
warning to the Israelites when they were about to enter the promised land of Canaan:
“You may say to yourself, ‘My power and the strength of my hands have produced
this wealth for me.” But remember the Lord your God, for it is he who gives you the
ability to produce wealth, and so confirms his covenant, which he swore to your
ancestors, as it is today.”21

Sure, in the earthly sense you earned your paycheck—but God gave you the ability
to do your job. Yes, you bought that house with the money you saved and invested—
but God provided you with a mind sharp enough to understand the importance of
planning ahead and managing your finances wisely. You provide food for your but
who created the plants and animals you live on.

Treat money like a gift, not a god. Remember that God owns it all, and he expects
you to make good use of his property. Thank God for being a loving and generous
Father who provides for his children’s needs. Find comfort and reassurance in Jesus’
words:

Therefore 1 tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or drink; or
about your body, what you will wear. Is not life more than food, and the body more
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than clothes? Look at the birds of the air; they do not sow or reap or store away in
barns, and yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not much more valuable
than they? Can any one of you by worrying add a single hour to your life? And why
do you worry about clothes? See how the flowers of the field grow. They do not
labor or spin. Yet I tell you that not even Solomon in all his splendor was dressed
like one of these. If that is how God clothes the grass of the field, which is here today
and tomorrow is thrown into the fire, will he not much more clothe you—you of
little faith? So do not worry, saying, “What shall we eat?” or “What shall we drink?”
or “What shall we wear?” For the pagans run after all these things, and your
heavenly Father knows that you need them. But seek first his kingdom and his
righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well.55

In sum, the Bible gives us a simple message: Don’t let your life be ruled by money.
Seek God first and foremost—even in your financial dealings—and all else will fall
into place.
